Summary

consultation process is being conducted in accordance with the Government’s
code of practice on consultation, and responses are required by Friday 10™
October.

Consultation

City of York Councillor representatives were invited by the North Yorkshire
Police Authority to a meeting on proposed responses to the green paper at
Northallerton on Thursday 25" September. The chair of the North Yorkshire
Police Authority (NYPA) subsequently attended a Leaders and York NYPA
members meeting in York on 29" September to seek the views of the City of
York Council. The proposed response to the green paper is a consensus view
of the members at that meeting, and is attached at Annex One. If approved,
the response would be incorporated into a letter from the Leader of the Council
on behalf of the City of York, and forwarded electronically.
