The purpose of this report is to enable the Cabinet Member for
Communities & Neighbourhoods to review the results of legal actions
(prosecutions, cautions and fixed penalties) undertaken by
Environmental Health, Trading Standards, and Licensing Services in
the Communities and Neighbourhoods Directorate for the period 1 April
2012 — 30 June 2012.

2. The Cabinet Member for Crime and Community Safety approved an
updated enforcement policy for Environmental Health, Trading
Standards, Licensing, Street Environment and Enforcement Services in
February 2012.

3. This report details the results of prosecutions taken in the period 1 April
2012 — 30 June 2012 by Environmental Health, Trading Standards, and
Licensing Services. Each case is considered on its merits before legal
proceedings are instituted.

4. Annex A summarises the prosecutions completed, fixed penalty notices
and simple cautions that have been issued. A simple caution is a Home
Office approved procedure which is an alternative to prosecution. It
involves a written acceptance that an offence has been committed and
may be drawn to the attention of a court if any subsequent offence is
committed within two years of issue.
