Provide effective ‘waiting well’ initiatives
that are accessible to all, working in
partnership with others to understand what
would produce the best outcomes for
people for the best price.

Mental Health Partnership
(MHP)

Implement a strategy for neurodiverse
service market growth, ensuring a
preventative approach to commissioning
and delivering.

HNYHCP/MHP

Immediately amend the pilot in accordance
with legislation and best practice.

Conduct an audit of commissioning to
ensure full legislative compliance and learn
from mistakes made.
