Regulations 2020, Section 2 with Press and Public attendance contained in Section 13 of said
Regulations Press and public may not speak when the council is in progress; when
councillors are discussing council business; and, when councillors are in the process of
decision making.

o Any elector is entitled to attend the meeting and any concerns, questions or suggestions will
be taken after the chairman welcomes those present. The time for this will be limited to 5
minutes.

e Decisions cannot be made at this meeting on items not on the agenda.

¢ Recording meetings. You may take photographs, film and audio-record the proceedings at
Council and Committee meetings whilst they are open to the public. The recording has to be
conducted under the direction of the Chair of the meeting and follow our protocol on audio
and visual recording and photography at council meetings. Anyone wishing to record must let
the Chair of the meeting know prior to, or at the start of the meeting and the recording must
be overt (i.e. clearly visible to anyone at the meeting), but non-disruptive. If you will be
speaking at a meeting, for example to ask a question or present a petition, you will have the
right not to be recorded. You will need to tell the Chair of the meeting that you do not want to
be recorded.

12.3. The work to widen the pavement over Howden Dyke is due to start on May 24th.
P.Bleakley did not make a contribution as a result of a completely separate dispute with the
CoY Council.

12.4. The 30mph extension is being submitted to the Executive Member for Transport in
June. It will then have to be advertised and will be implemented if there are no objections.
12.6. Signage at the footpaths at the north side of the old railway bridge over the B1222. Clir
Gunson spoke to Liam Dennis of CoYC who feels we should wait to see what happens with
sighage when the 30mph zone is extended to this point.

12.9. Play equipment. Clir Gunson to ask for quotes to install rubberised bases to some of
the play equipment. Clir Holmes to create a safe barrier on the platform where the
corkscrew item was damaged.
