The Independent Care Sector’s Response to the Francis Report
Summary

1. This report asks the Health and Wellbeing Board to consider the
Independent care sector’s response to the Francis Report. Mike
Padgham, the Chair of the Independent Care Group will present
this response at today’s meeting.

Background

2. The Francis Report sets out the findings of a public enquiry into
serious failings at the Mid Staffordshire NHS Foundation Trust
along with 290 recommendations.

3. Attheir July 2013 meeting the Health and Wellbeing Board
received a presentation on a joint response to the Francis Report
prepared by Leeds and York Partnership NHS Foundation Trust,
York Teaching Hospital NHS Foundation Trust and the Vale of
York Clinical Commissioning Group.

4. After taking this presentation into consideration the Health and
Wellbeing Board noted that many of the most vulnerable people in
the city were cared for in care homes run by the independent
sector. It was acknowledged that sometimes there were instances
of unnecessary hospital admissions for those from these care
homes. The Board, therefore, requested that the Chair of the
Independent Care Group present the independent care sector’s
response to the Francis report at today’s meeting.
