Resolved: That Option 1 be approved — The introduction of a
Public Space Protection Order (PSPO) within the
city walls, to include:

e Seizing alcohol where it is associated with anti-social
behaviour that is impacting on the quality of life for people
in that area.

e Setting the amount of any Fixed Penalty Notice (FPN) at
£100, which would be reduced to £75 if paid within the first
14 days.

e Delegated authority for the Director of Environment,
Transport and Planning to sign the PSPO on behalf of the
Executive Member for Housing and Safer Neighbourhoods
in conjunction with Legal Services.

Reason: To ensure that the council actively addresses the issue
of anti-social behaviour in our communities.

Resolved: That Option 1 be approved — The introduction of a
Public Space Protection Order (PSPO) within the



Union Terrace and Clarence Gardens area, to
include:

e Seizing alcohol where it is associated with anti-social
behaviour (ASB) that is impacting on the quality of life
for people in that area.

e The ability to disperse large groups of 3 or more
people who are causing ASB.

e Extending the area covered to include the area
bordered by the railway line and the River Foss,
including Gillygate and a section of Bootham.

e Setting the amount of any Fixed Penalty Notice (FPN)
at £100, which would be reduced to £75 if paid within
the first 14 days.

e Delegated authority for the Director of Environment,
Transport and Planning to sign the PSPO on behalf of
the Executive Member for Housing and Safer
Neighbourhoods in conjunction with Legal Services.
