1.1 Colin Richardson from York Gliding Club presented the
following information about the club.

The Club will celebrate its 50" anniversary in
September 2011;

The Club has links with local community, in
particular Rufforth Parish Council and Rufforth
Primary School. Discounts are offered for young
people to encourage them to try gliding;

The Club has 240 members countrywide and 20
instructors;

There is a caravan site next to the club available for
members;

All age groups are welcome to the Club. The only
age limit in gliding is that you must be 16 to fly solo;
Two seat gliders are used for training. Training is
carried out in accordance with the British
Association Syllabus;

The duration of a gliding flight may take up to 5-6
hours dependant upon the weather conditions;
Gliders in Rufforth benefit from natural thermal
activity, sea breeze and ‘wave’.
