15. COMPLAINT AGAINST A MEMBER OF CITY OF YORK COUNCIL  
 
The Sub-Committee considered a complaint made against a member of 
City of York Council. 
 
It was alleged that the subject member had breached paragraphs 5, 6(a), 
12(1)(c) and 13(2) of the Code of Conduct by failing to declare donations 
made to their political group, failing to enter such donations in the Register 
of Members’ Interests and using political contacts to influence Council 
decisions in respect of a particular development in return for political 
donations. 
 
Having considered the evidence provided in support of the complaint, it 
was 
 
RESOLVED: That no further action be taken. 
 
REASON: The Sub-Committee is satisfied that the subject member did 

not have a registrable interest arising from a donation to their 
political group and that the remaining facts alleged, even if 
proven, would not amount to a breach of the Code of 
Conduct.
