For statutory bank holiday 

weekend periods (Friday, 

Saturday, Sunday and 

Monday) and for the 

Thursday before Good 

Friday and for Christmas 

Eve, the finish time will be 

extended by one hour 

beyond these times. 

 
The conditions agreed between the Applicant and North 
Yorkshire Police set out in Annexe 3 of the agenda and 
the conditions agreed between the Applicant and Public 
Protection numbered 1, 2, 4 and 5 as set out in Annexe 4 
of the agenda shall be added to the licence. 

 
The following conditions shall also be added to the 
licence: 



 
- No bottles, glasses or similar items may be disposed of in 

outside receptacles between 20:00 and 08:00 hours. 
- A direct telephone number for the manager on duty at the 

premises and an email address for the area manager shall 
be made available via letter every 6 months to the 
residents of Lady Hewley Cottages, St Saviourgate and 
Stonebow House. 

- The number of customers permitted in the premises at any 
one time shall not exceed 400 customers. 

 
The conditions contained in the Operating Schedule shall 
be added to the licence unless contradictory to the above 
conditions. 

 
The licence is also subject to the mandatory conditions 
applicable to licensed premises.  

 



 
Full reasons for the Sub-Committee’s decision will be 
included in the detailed Decision Letter which will be 
provided to the Applicant and Representors in due course. 

  
There is a right of appeal for the Applicant and the 
Representor to the Magistrates’ Court against this 
decision.
