The following is a summary of progress so far and ongoing activity in the
task and finish groups.

e Referrals from primary care and self-referral to Dementia Forward
for pre-diagnostic support to provide wrap-around support
throughout the diagnostic journey and for people with concerns
about their memory needing guidance and reassurance.

e Specialist dementia nurse commissioned to work with primary care
to identify and support people at high risk, undertake advance care
planning, work with integrated teams across the system to avoid
crisis and avoidable admissions

e Dementia coordinators commissioned to undertake 'case finding’,
early identification and support in primary care

¢ Piloting a multi-disciplinary team approach for diagnosis and
treatment in primary care where appropriate, with consultant
support.
