It was alleged that the subject member had made a specific allegation
against another political group of Council Members at a public meeting of
the Executive, in breach of paragraphs 3 and 5 of the Code of Conduct.

Having considered the evidence provided in support of the complaint, it
was

RESOLVED: That no further action be taken in this case.



REASON: The evidence does not show a direct attack on a particular
Member and the comments made can be classed as part of
the normal ‘rough and tumble’ of political debate.
