Challenges for Derwent Federation

= QOver 80% of the parents who live in the Derwent
catchment area select other schools as their first
preference

= As a result there are too many surplus places (51%) in a
building that is large enough to teach up to 210 pupils

= This means that the cost of operating the school is very
high (an average of £8,600 per pupil per year) when
compared with other schools across the city

= the school needs to recruit a headteacher following the
retirement of Mrs Torode.

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Challenges for Osbaldwick Primary

= The school is popular and attracts children
from across the local district and as the
community population of children rises,
demand is expected to increase further

= The building is overcrowded and the school
needs more space.

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Cost of education at different schools
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Why close Derwent?

There are too many surplus places

This makes inefficient use of limited resources
It is very expensive education provision

There is low demand for places next year

It will be difficult to recruit a new headteacher

Why not close Derwent and move
children to neighbouring schools?

Children would have to travel further
elsewhere

In future, places will be needed as number of
primary children rises

It would lose an excellent local resource with
good facilities and services
