5. In July 2019 Council resolved “to request a paper to Executive 

setting out the options for a comprehensive Pollinator Action Plan 
to include consideration of the management of appropriate verges, 
parks and other open spaces for wildflowers and biodiversity; other 
possible measures to support pollinators and the options for 
working collaboratively to develop and implement the plan with 
other local organisations.” 
 

6. The Pollinator Strategy was approved by Executive on 18 March 
2021 for adoption.
