Cycle path - has been formally adopted by the Executive. Landowners have been written to in

order to purchase the land. The route will go from Elvington to Heslington via Wheldrake.

Cllr Vassie will forward the report prepared by Sustrans.

Weed Control - CYC will continue the pilot study for another year. Sweeping will be done 3

times a year. Cllr Vassie will look into CYC’s grass cutting schedule. The grass at Beckside and

Belvoir requires cutting.

Pollinator Strategy - CYC will organise a Development Plan when the Local Plan has been adopted.

Enhancing Bio-diversity - the council is keen to push the planting of wild flowers at the school

and the Church.

Cllr Young reported that the Scout Group is in need of funding. It was proposed that a grant of

£500 be payable now and a further £500, on request, if there isn’t any snow.
