4. GARDEN ASSISTANCE SCHEME PROCUREMENT / 
BUDGET SAVING  
 
Resolved: That option B be approved: 
 

Procuring a grass and hedge cutting service as part 
of the wider Handyperson Service to deliver savings 
of £46,000 whilst providing a similar service for 
customers on benefits and those allowed on to the 
scheme on a discretionary basis. Develop other 
options for customers unable to find other means to 
manage their gardens in the longer term who don’t 
qualify. 

 
Reason:   Consultation suggests that over half of customers 

receiving this service are not prepared to pay for it 
and this proposal delivers a similar service for most 
existing customers at no cost to them.
