The following third element will be subject to a separate officer decision
once a mechanism has been agreed.

c. create a single pot of funding for multiple and/or ‘city wide’
applications. Currently, if an organisation wants to apply city wide,
they must complete 21 applications which is challenging for any
community or voluntary sector organisation.

Comments/Observations:

With regard to the element ‘b’ of the scheme — the final decision was to
use IMD deprivation data given the indicators included weighted in this
configuration:

« Income Deprivation (22.5%)

« Employment Deprivation (22.5%)

« Education, Skills and Training Deprivation (13.5%)
« Health Deprivation and Disability (13.5%)

« Crime (9.3%)

. Barriers to Housing and Services (9.3%)

. Living Environment Deprivation (9.3%)

The total budget inclusive of all 3 elements of the scheme is £350,000 which is
equivalent to the previously available revenue base budgets.

There were no other options considered for the decision given that it is a direct
delegation from Council to deliver a scheme.
