Record of Disposals Made by YMT Since 2003 
 
The figures for disposals YMT have made are as follows: 
 
• 238 items of social/industrial history from the Darnbrough street store.  

The table below shows the range of items, the date they were disposed 
of and how.  Where possible YMT will look to transfer items to another 
museum which can offer a better home, in order that they remain 
accessible to the public, and possibly even more accessible/better 
integrated or interpreted.  
 

• 16 mixed items including:  
 

 licensable pistols passed to the Police  
 Oryx and gazella skins passed to National Museums of Scotland in 

November 2004 (form attached)  
 items of uniform from the West Kent Yeomanry passed to Kent and 

Sharpshooters Yeomanry Museum in March 2011 (form attached)  
 

• 1 painting returned to heirs of original owner.   
 

• 4 pieces of beadwork 
  

• A powder flask full of gunpowder passed to police in 2010 (form 
attached) 
 

• A chunky Kitkat 
 

• 18 works on paper – views of York (duplicates to others YMT hold) and 
one of Ilfracombe harbour –  these pieces are currently pending final
